According to medium range weather forecast of IMD, MC, Bhubaneswar, the chance of 

occurrence of rainfall is very less but clear to partly cloudy sky is expected during the upcoming 

days. The maximum and minimum temperature is likely to be ranges between 26-27⁰C and 10-

12⁰C respectively during this week. The maximum and minimum relative humidity may vary 

between 42-61% and 21-29% respectively. The wind speed of 4-6 km/hr is predicted from 

E/NE/SE direction during the upcoming days.

General Advisory 

• There is a chance of decrease in minimum temperature in upcoming days so farmers are advised to make 

provision to protect their crops as well as animals from cold condition. There is no chance of rainfall but 

partly cloudy sky is expected during upcoming week which may cause sucking pest and some disease 

infestation in standing crop so its regular monitoring should be advised.  

• Farmers those are using android mobile, are advised to use Meghdoot app for location specific weather 

forecast and agromet advisories and Damini app for early information about thunderstorm and lightning.

• Harvesting of matured paddy crop should be advised as soon as 

possible to avoid any further damage due to adverse weather 

condition.  

• Farmers should start nursery sowing for rabi paddy cultivation 

where irrigation facility is available because there is very less 

chance of rainfall in upcoming week.

• Farmers should use straw or polythene as a mulching material to 

maintain soil temperature in newly planted vegetable crops because 

fall in temperature is expected during upcoming week. Farmers 

should start planting of new vegetable seedling in moist soil and 

conduct spraying operation when sky is clear.  

• Looking to the decreasing trend of temperature monitoring against 

blight disease should be advised in case of Tomato and Potato.

• Sowing of green gram and black gram should be advised in moist 

soil.

• Farmers are advised to keep the animal shed clean and dry to avoid disease and insect 

attack and also provide mineral mixture along with fresh clean drinking water to the 

animal and make proper provision to protect the animal from cold (if possible use jute 

bag to cover the animal and straw as bedding material) because decrease in temperature 

is expected during upcoming week.  

• Vaccination against FMD, HS and BQ should be advised and keep diseased animal in 

separate room away from healthy animal to avoid spreading of diseases.
