No large change in Maximum temperature 

but decrease in Minimum temperature by 1-2oC is expected in upcoming 5 days. High relative 

humidity along with high wind speed is predicted in north-easterly, south-easterly and south-

westerly direction.

 Avoid grazing of animals in open places during warning period.

 Provide mechanical support to fruit crops & staking to vegetables to protect them from strong wind.
